Palestine Land Exercise (PLE)-  

Sunday, May 31st, 12:30 

(Please note change of date!) 

This is an educational tool that traces 

the history of Palestinian-Israeli 

relations up to the present genocide. 

The PLE uses large fabric maps listing 

historical towns and landmarks.  As 

participants walk the “land” they learn 

about events and stories dating back 

over 100 years.
